The per capita income of Indian Americans is $59,924. 

The homeownership rate for Indian Americans is 41.9%. 

7.8% of Indian Americans speak English less than “very well.” 

70.9% of Indian American households are non-family households. 

8.8% of Indian Americans live in poverty.
